iMovie Method

1. Open up iMovie.

2. Take pictures. Once you have your storyline, set your prop where you want it. Take a picture and continue to move the characters around very slightly.

3. Import pictures. Once you have all your pictures, plug your camera into your Mac and upload the photos into iPhoto. Create a new photo album with a specific name related to the animation and drag the pictures into it.

4. Start up iMovie. Make sure you're in the "Timeline" view.

5. Click on the "Photos" button. Choose the photo album you selected from the drop down menu.

6. In the photo selection window, type in a small time value. For example, 0:03 means 3/30ths of a second.

7. Select all of the photos you want to add and drag them down into the timeline.

8. Add dialogue. To add voices, position the playhead (the downwards triangle with the vertical line below it) where you want to add dialogue. Click on the "Audio" button to show the lower microphone levels. Click on the "Record" button to record your voice and then click it again to stop.

9. Add music. Click on the "Audio" button in iMovie. Select the specific song you want from your iTunes library and drag it into the audio track of the timeline, at the location you want it in.

10. Add sound effects. Click on the drop down menu at the top of the iTunes library and click on "iMovie Sound Effects." Choose the sound you want and drag it into the audio track at the location you want it in (over the top of the music). You can drag it left or right to adjust when the sound effect will be played.

11. Save your work.

12. Export as medium size movie
